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FALL  VISITATI ON DAYS 
 

Most colleges and tech schools sponsor Fall Visitation Days for high school seniors and their parents. Call your top-
choice schools now. Ask if they offer a Visitation Day in the near future. If they do, consider attending. Your 
attendance could lead to a “win-win” situation. First, you’ll get the latest information the school has to offer, along 
with another chance to explore their facilities in person. Second, your attendance tells the school you have a serious 
interest. They may be willing to give you considerations that may not be offered to other applicants.  
 
 

“ONE-ONLY”  / “ONLY-ONE” SCHOLARSHIPS  
 

ÒOne-onlyÓ, or Òonly-oneÓ is a unique category of scholarships. In this situation, a scholarship-granting 
organization (fraternal group, business, church, college, etc) invites all seniors to inquire about their 
award, but allows each high school to nominate Òonly-oneÓ senior as its candidate for the scholarship.  
 
Several of these Òone-onlyÓ scholarships will be offered to PTHS seniors in the next few months. You will be 
instructed to contact your counselor to state your interest in the award. You will be given a data sheet to 
complete, listing your credentials for the scholarship. Mrs. Albert will collect the student data sheets and 
give them to those who are responsible for selecting PTÕs Òone-onlyÓ candidate. The scholarship-granting 
organization may ask the principal, the counseling staff, teachers, coaches, or others to choose our Òone-
onlyÓ candidate. The chosen student is then given the actual application to complete. He or She becomes 
the Òone-onlyÓ candidate from PTHS.
